When hurricanes Katrina 
and Rita devastated 
New Orleans, many 

residents were unable to return 
to their homes and had to travel 
into new territory to live and 
work. One such family found 
their way to our small town of 
Coolville and settled in. 

Jody and Patrica Stieffel and 
their son Taylor were in the 
process of restoring their home 
in New Orleans when Katrina 
ripped the roof from their house 
and ruined everything inside. 
Hurricane Rita then ended 
their hopes of completing the 
restoration of their home.

The family, along with three 
Labrador retrievers, two birds, 
three cats and a turtle, traveled 
to Jody’s brother’s home in 

Pensacola, Fla. They told of how 
difficult it was to get fuel and 
food along the way as many gas 
stations and stores were closed 
along the gulf coast due to 
damage from the storms.

Jody re-visited New Orleans 
one week after the hurricanes 
and the water was still so 
deep that he boated over 
the streetlights! After that 
disappointing survey, the family 
decided to come to Coolville as 
Patricia has family here and it 
seemed the most logical area to 
settle in.

Patricia is currently employed 
in Parkersburg, Taylor is 
in school and Jody is an 
electrician. They expressed 
much appreciation for the help 
they received along the way, 
donations made to New Orleans 
residents and the assistance that 
friends and family have extended 

to them, with a special thanks to 
Rick and Brenda Sampson. The 
Sampsons gathered furniture 
and  many household items the 
Stieffel’s would need. They also 
assisted with Taylor’s admission 
to Coolville Elementary.

They have fond memories of 
New Orleans prior to the havoc 
created by the storms, especially 
fishing for both salt and fresh 
water fish. Patricia recalls, “One 
afternoon as we were fishing in 
the shallow waters surrounding 
New Orleans, sharks would try 
to steal the fish we had hooked. 
We had to reel the fish in as fast 
as we could to avoid losing our 
catch to the sharks!”

Jody, Patricia and Taylor are 
content to live in Coolville and 
do not intend to live in New 
Orleans again, but feel visiting 
the city in the future would be a 
pleasure.

New Orleans family settles in our area

The Great Backyard Bird 
Count of 2007 set a record for 
the number of birds, species and 
checklist reported. As of March 
5, 80,744 checklists documenting 
over 11 million birds of 629 
species had been submitted.

The most frequently reported 
species was the Cardinal, 
followed by the Dark-eyed Junco 
and (no surprise) the European 
Starling. 

Coolville turned in eight 

checklists and Tuppers Plains 
turned in four. That’s fewer than 
Charlotte, N.C., the community 
that turned in the most checklists 
(505), but we are somewhat less 
populated, so a dozen participants 
is pretty good for us. 

Coolville and Tuppers Plains 
combined reported 32 species. 
Of nearby communities reporting 
from Ohio, only Athens, which 
reported 45 species, had more 
than our area. Things are looking 
up in the Route 7 territory!

It was no surprise that no 
waterfowl were reported in the 

Route 7 territory as the severe 
winter storm that affected the 
eastern half of North America 
peaked on Feb. 14, a mere two 
days before the GBYBC began. 
I checked a “hot” spot for ducks 
near Little Hocking a week 
after the count and saw eight 
Canvasbacks bobbing in the Ohio 
River. Mallards are common in 
our area, but Canvasbacks are 
not.

Coolville village council made 
some tough decisions about the 
village’s trash removal, water 
rate increases and the resignation 
of a council member, yet ended 
on a happy note with a new 
festival planned for April.

• Coolville’s trash service was 
up for re-bid due to unforeseen 
complications in billing by 
the village of Coolville. A-1 
Sanitation, owned by Tommy 
Arnott and based in Tuppers 
Plains, once again proposed 
a lower price than Waste 
Management and won a one-year 
contract. Local auctioneer Bill 
Moodipaugh seemed to swing 
the vote in Arnott’s direction 
after stating, “if council is 
looking to keep money in this 
community, here’s your man!” 

The new charge for Coolville 
residents wanting A-1’s service 
will be raised from the previous 
bid of $13 to $15 to pay for 
billing and postage. Residents 

were encouraged to purchase 
trashcans, as Waste Management 
will be picking up its containers 
by April 2. The new trash service 
will begin 6 a.m. Mondays 
starting April 2.

• Councilwoman Teresa 
Mollohan turned in her 
resignation earlier in the week, 
citing family health problems. 
Those interested in filling 
her position on council are 
encouraged to turn in resumes 
and appear at Village Council’s 
next meeting on April 10 at 7:30 
p.m.

• Tom Todd, head of the 
Water & Sewer Committee, 
stated the water rates were 
not covering the expenses of 
the department. Two major 
leaks found recently at Arcadia 
Nursing Home and Coolville 
Elementary raised the water bill 
considerably.

“We need to build some 
emergency funds in the 
department to cover situations 
like this in the future,” Todd 
said. He proposed either a 

minimum-usage cut to 2,000 
gallons, which would cost 
residents an additional $2 per 
month, or to cut the minimum 
usage and also raise rates by 
$1. After much debate, council 
unanimously approved the 
later suggestion effective upon 
passage. The changes would cost 
residents an additional $3 and 
raise an estimated $9,000 per 
year for the water department.

• Hope Tilly, previous owner 
of Peppers restaurant, announced 
the Lottridge Legacy Foundation 
would hold “Appalachian 
Springfest” on Coolville’s Main 
Street, April 13 from 4-11 p.m. 
Proposed activities include; a 
live auction, raffles, horseshoe 
tournament, live music, Easter 
egg hunt, craft/flea market along 
with many activities. Tilly asked 
for council’s advice on how 
best to manage the event and to 
help troubleshoot her plans for 
possible problems. 

She and the Foundation are 
hoping to make the “Springfest” 
an annual event. 

Council acts on trash, discusses water rates

ItÕs not news now, but gasoline 
prices are going up and will 
probably stay up. ÒTheyÓ say the 
run-up is demand-driven, that 
itÕs due to reÞneries changing 
over to gasoline from heating 
oil, reÞnery shutdowns for 
maintenance, seasonal variation 
in driving habits, and a whole lot 
of other factors. But gas is less 
expensive in Tuppers Plains and 
Coolville than in other nearby 
communities. Consequently, 
many people drive to Route 7 
Territory to Þll up and make 
other purchases.

IÕve noticed another case of 
price disparities. It is gardening 
time and onion sets are in the 
stores even though by now they 
should be in the ground. Yellow 
sets are $1.27 in Athens and 
$0.99 at SpencerÕs B&D Market 
in Tuppers Plains. Like gasoline, 

onion sets are generally less 
expensive in Tuppers Plains.

Is some obscure principle of 
economics operating in Route 
7 Territory? Are we part of the 
global economy?

Perhaps! Stand in ÒtownÓ 
for awhile at the intersection of 
Routes 7 and 681 in Tuppers 
Plains and count the vehicles 
with scrap metal that go by. ItÕs 
more than a few. 

I recently went to the 
ÒcrusherÓ with Dave Wells 
and Kevin Sharp. (Dave, when 
much younger, had traveled 
to the Gulf Coast and helped 
bring the machine on barges 
to Constitution, where it now 
is heavily used.) I counted 41 
vehicles waiting in line to deliver 
their bounty of scrap metal. The 
line moved slowly, so people got 
out of the cars and trucks and 
exchanged pleasantries as they 
awaited their turn. (It wasnÕt 
pleasant, though, if you tried to 

jump line!) I walked down the 
line and looked at all the metal 
awaiting its fate.

Many dreams were about to 
be destroyed for good. Each old 
rusty car was new once and it 
was probably someoneÕs Þrst car. 
It made the trip home, the trip to 
work and the trip to school. Lots 
of iceboxes, washers, dryers, old 
farm machines, cabinets, wheel 
rims, all sorts of  plunder. The 
list is never-ending.

The debris was smashed , 
squeezed, and wrapped and 
loaded for eventual shipment, 
most likely to China. It provides 
resources for their economy, 
creates jobs, enables the 
purchase of automobiles and, 
thus, an increase in the demand 
for gasoline.

I guess thatÕs how the global 
economy for gas and metal 
involves our region, but IÕm 
guessing onion sets are probably 
still local.

Since this is “tax 
month,” I would like to let you 
know how we are not funded.

Simply put, the Postal Service 
does not spend your tax dollars!

Tax Day is almost here. While 
you probably don’t feel like 

celebrating this particular date 
on the calendar, we hope you 
will take some small comfort in 
the fact that the Postal Service™ 
delivers your tax dollars -- it 
does not spend them.

Your postal service operates 
on the sale of its products 
and services. The only 
government funds we receive are 
reimbursements by Congress to 
provide free mail service for the 
blind and to keep certain postage 
rates below cost for nonprofit 
organizations.

More than 30 years ago, the 
Congress and the president 
transformed the two-centuries 
old Post Office Department 
into the U.S. Postal Service, a 
new organization with a new 
mandate: to operate on a break-
even basis, without taxpayer 
subsidies.

Today, postage provides  
funding for the mail service 
you count on. Mail service is 
provided six days a week, rain or 
shine, to more than 144 million 
addresses.

It’s time for 
hummingbirds and you might 
have a Rose-breasted Grosbeak 
appear to snatch some sunflower 
seeds and whistle a tune before it  
continues north.

The new charge for Coolville 
residents wanting A-1’s service 
will be raised from the previous 
bid of $13 to $15 to pay for 
billing and postage. Residents 

were encouraged to purchase 
trashcans, as Waste Management 
will be picking up its containers 
by April 2. The new trash service 
will begin 6 a.m. Mondays 
starting April 2.

• Councilwoman Teresa 
Mollohan turned in her 
resignation earlier in the week, 
citing family health problems. 
Those interested in filling 
her position on council are 
encouraged to turn in resumes 
and appear at Village Council’s 
next meeting on April 10 at 7:30 
p.m.

• Tom Todd, head of the 
Water & Sewer Committee, 
stated the water rates were 
not covering the expenses of 
the department. Two major 
leaks found recently at Arcadia 
Nursing Home and Coolville 
Elementary raised the water bill 
considerably.

“We need to build some 
emergency funds in the 
department to cover situations 
like this in the future,” Todd 
said. He proposed either a 

minimum-usage cut to 2,000 
gallons, which would cost 
residents an additional $2 per 
month, or to cut the minimum 
usage and also raise rates by 
$1. After much debate, council 
unanimously approved the 
later suggestion effective upon 
passage. The changes would cost 
residents an additional $3 and 
raise an estimated $9,000 per 
year for the water department.

• Hope Tilly, previous owner 
of Peppers restaurant, announced 
the Lottridge Legacy Foundation 
would hold “Appalachian 
Springfest” on Coolville’s Main 
Street, April 13 from 4-11 p.m. 
Proposed activities include; a 
live auction, raffles, horseshoe 
tournament, live music, Easter 
egg hunt, craft/flea market along 
with many activities. Tilly asked 
for council’s advice on how 
best to manage the event and to 
help troubleshoot her plans for 
possible problems. 

She and the Foundation are 
hoping to make the “Springfest” 
an annual event. 

Council acts on trash, discusses water rates

ItÕs not news now, but gasoline 
prices are going up and will 
probably stay up. ÒTheyÓ say the 
run-up is demand-driven, that 
itÕs due to reÞneries changing 
over to gasoline from heating 
oil, reÞnery shutdowns for 
maintenance, seasonal variation 
in driving habits, and a whole lot 
of other factors. But gas is less 
expensive in Tuppers Plains and 
Coolville than in other nearby 
communities. Consequently, 
many people drive to Route 7 
Territory to Þll up and make 
other purchases.

IÕve noticed another case of 
price disparities. It is gardening 
time and onion sets are in the 
stores even though by now they 
should be in the ground. Yellow 
sets are $1.27 in Athens and 
$0.99 at SpencerÕs B&D Market 
in Tuppers Plains. Like gasoline, 

onion sets are generally less 
expensive in Tuppers Plains.

Is some obscure principle of 
economics operating in Route 
7 Territory? Are we part of the 
global economy?

Perhaps! Stand in ÒtownÓ 
for awhile at the intersection of 
Routes 7 and 681 in Tuppers 
Plains and count the vehicles 
with scrap metal that go by. ItÕs 
more than a few. 

I recently went to the 
ÒcrusherÓ with Dave Wells 
and Kevin Sharp. (Dave, when 
much younger, had traveled 
to the Gulf Coast and helped 
bring the machine on barges 
to Constitution, where it now 
is heavily used.) I counted 41 
vehicles waiting in line to deliver 
their bounty of scrap metal. The 
line moved slowly, so people got 
out of the cars and trucks and 
exchanged pleasantries as they 
awaited their turn. (It wasnÕt 
pleasant, though, if you tried to 

jump line!) I walked down the 
line and looked at all the metal 
awaiting its fate.

Many dreams were about to 
be destroyed for good. Each old 
rusty car was new once and it 
was probably someoneÕs Þrst car. 
It made the trip home, the trip to 
work and the trip to school. Lots 
of iceboxes, washers, dryers, old 
farm machines, cabinets, wheel 
rims, all sorts of  plunder. The 
list is never-ending.

The debris was smashed , 
squeezed, and wrapped and 
loaded for eventual shipment, 
most likely to China. It provides 
resources for their economy, 
creates jobs, enables the 
purchase of automobiles and, 
thus, an increase in the demand 
for gasoline.

I guess thatÕs how the global 
economy for gas and metal 
involves our region, but IÕm 
guessing onion sets are probably 
still local.

Since this is “tax 
month,” I would like to let you 
know how we are not funded.

Simply put, the Postal Service 
does not spend your tax dollars!

Tax Day is almost here. While 
you probably don’t feel like 

celebrating this particular date 
on the calendar, we hope you 
will take some small comfort in 
the fact that the Postal Service™ 
delivers your tax dollars -- it 
does not spend them.

Your postal service operates 
on the sale of its products 
and services. The only 
government funds we receive are 
reimbursements by Congress to 
provide free mail service for the 
blind and to keep certain postage 
rates below cost for nonprofit 
organizations.

More than 30 years ago, the 
Congress and the president 
transformed the two-centuries 
old Post Office Department 
into the U.S. Postal Service, a 
new organization with a new 
mandate: to operate on a break-
even basis, without taxpayer 
subsidies.

Today, postage provides  
funding for the mail service 
you count on. Mail service is 
provided six days a week, rain or 
shine, to more than 144 million 
addresses. That’s more than 1 
billion miles of service each 
year.

So when you finish filling out 
your forms this year and make 
your payment to the United 
States Treasury, remember: the 
Postal Service™ will be there 
to deliver your tax dollars, not 
spend them.

New Orleans family settles in our area

The Great Backyard Bird 
Count of 2007 set a record for 
the number of birds, species and 
checklist reported. As of March 
5, 80,744 checklists documenting 
over 11 million birds of 629 
species had been submitted.

The most frequently reported 
species was the Cardinal, 
followed by the Dark-eyed Junco 
and (no surprise) the European 
Starling. 

Coolville turned in eight 

checklists and Tuppers Plains 
turned in four. That’s fewer than 
Charlotte, N.C., the community 
that turned in the most checklists 
(505), but we are somewhat less 
populated, so a dozen participants 
is pretty good for us. 

Coolville and Tuppers Plains 
combined reported 32 species. 
Of nearby communities reporting 
from Ohio, only Athens, which 
reported 45 species, had more 
than our area. Things are looking 
up in the Route 7 territory!

It was no surprise that no 
waterfowl were reported in the 

Route 7 territory as the severe 
winter storm that affected the 
eastern half of North America 
peaked on Feb. 14, a mere two 
days before the GBYBC began. 
I checked a “hot” spot for ducks 
near Little Hocking a week 
after the count and saw eight 
Canvasbacks bobbing in the Ohio 
River. Mallards are common in 
our area, but Canvasbacks are 
not.
