Township Ballot:

Fire Dept Lev
Trustet

A proposed tax levy is on
the ballot for Orange Township.
A majority affirmative vote is
necessary for the levy to pass.
The levy is “an additional tax for
the benefit of Orange Township
for the purpose of fire protection
at a rate not exceeding 1.5 mills
for each one dollar of valuation,
which amounts to fifteen cents
(30.15) for each one hundred
dollars of evaluation, for five
(5) years, commencing in 2007,
first due in calendar year 2008.”
According to Meigs County
auditor Mary Byer-Hill, it is
estimated that $18,681 dollars
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would be raised annually if the
measure passes. The cost to
each property owner is variable
depending upon the appraised
value of the property. It is
estimated by the auditor’s office
that an owner of a property
appraised at $50,000 would pay
an additional $23.63 per tax
year.

Jeff Newell of the Tuppers
Plains Volunteer Fire
Department stated that the
monies would be used to add an
addition to the present building
for the new fire truck, to
upgrade equipment as required,
and to respond to state code
requirements, for example, air
packs must be interchangeable.

e James A. Watson of 42337
State Route 7, Coolville, and
Lewis F. White of 39859 Silver
Ridge Road, Reedsville, are
running for Township Trustee.
Both canditates were asked
what their prioritites would be if

elected. Mr. Watson stated

“... fix up the roads, berm and
ditch them and apply for grants
and get them sealed if possible.”
Mr. White’s response to the
quetion was, “Roads and people-
if they can’t use the roads, they
can’t get to work, the doctor,
school, store and other essential
places.”

Osie M. Follrod of 41520
Keebaugh Follrod Road,
Pomeroy is running unopposed
for Fiscal Officer. She indicated
her priorities “were to try to
secure additional funding
through grants and FEMA, to
advise spending the money
wisely, [and] to keep the
township roads in the best
possible shape.”

Glenn Reed and Thomas Todd
are seeking to become the next
Mayor of the village.

Glenn Reed, said his number
one priority if elected will be to
obtain grants for the proposed
sewer system, upgrade the water

system and the repair of streets
and sidewalks. Except for the
ten years he recently lived in
Kentucky, Reed is a lifelong
resident of Coolville.

In the past he has served
as President and Chief of
the Coolville Volunteer Fire
Department, President of the
Coolville Board of Public
Affairs and on the School Board
for Federal Hocking.

Thomas Todd, village
councilman, has been a Coolville
resident for five years — four
of which he has served on

the council. “T appreciate the
community’s trust in me.” Mr.
Todd’s priority if elected mayor
would be two-fold; ensuring

the affordability of the sewer
project for village residents and
increasing the efficiency of the
water system. “Both goals would
attract businesses to the village,”
he states.

The open council seats will
not be filled until January 2008,
by vote of council. Interested
parties should submit a resume
and cover letter to the village
hall.

Mike O’Connor (Beacon Press, Boston,
2007), contains answers to many questions
about birds, all presented accurately but with
a humorous twist. O’Connor is the owner
of Bird Watchers General Store on Cape
Cod. Over many years he has answered
thousands of questions about birds and
also has a column in a weekly paper. This
excellent book is a compendium in question
and answer format of useful and entertaining
information for not only back yard bird
feeders but also avid birders.

Topics include; which food is best
(sunflower seeds), is feeding peanut butter
safe (yes), what kind of binoculars are best
(try before you buy), and of course, why
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don’t woodpeckers get headaches. The
answer has a technical aspect but in addition
“ woodpeckers may not get headaches but
they can cause a few”. Read this delightful
book during the upcoming bird feeding
season.

Don Koeppel (Penguin Group, NY, NY,
2006). This is a story about the author’s
father, whose passion is birding. Richard
Koeppel is an intensely dedicated, highly
competitive and skilled bird watcher or Big
Lister. Approximately 9,930 species of birds
are recognized by the scientific and birding
community. Richard Koeppel is in the top
ten in the world (7,200 seen).This book is
about his life-long quest to reach such a
storied number.

From his childhood birding forays in New
York City environs to the Amazon rain forest
and other remote places, this is a compelling
narrative about a life-long obsession not
only about birding but also about the love

impressed with the wonderful bibliography
and the look into the sub-culture of serious
birding and birders The no-birder will
also find this very readable non-technical
book to be “an irresistible story rich with
idiosyncrasy.” Once you start this book,
you will want to finish it.

Chad Grifbth of

Tuppers Plains, a media
specialist at Eastern High
School, served in Baghdad, Iraq,
for one year ending in April
2007.

As an U.S. Army Reservist,
Griffith worked with the local
government of Al Doura to
help improve their daily living
conditions. He worked to
improve sanitation problems in
the city by picking up litter and
large piles of trash. This was a
potentially dangerous duty as
those piles of trash also provided

a place to hide explosives. Chad
also helped improve electricity
and water in Al Doura. “The
target goal was to get the people
of Al Doura to a place where
they could pick up their trash
without trash men being killed,”
he said.

When asked how the
experience has affected him,
Griffith said, “Certainly it would
have had to have changed me
whether I realize it or not.”
Having the opportunity to work
daily with the people of Iraq
gave him insight into the way
their thinking differs from those
of us in the United States. “This
helps me to understand people
I would have not been able to
understand before,” Griffith
said. He also indicated there are
many experiences we take for
granted that the people of Iraq

never have the opportunity to
experience.

Griffith believes, “There are
positive outcomes to the work
that is being done in Baghdad,
but it is very difficult to see at
times.”

Geor QE, former Coolville
councilwoman, is being
deployed to Iraq for a tour of
duty.

The daughter of Erma Rutter
of Belpre and Robert George
of Coolville, George attended
Federal Hocking High School
and Belpre High School where
she graduated in 1992. She
joined the United States Navy
upon graduation and was trained
in liguistics. Michelle was
stationed in Spain for two years.

Since her service with the
United States Navy Reserves she
has achieved the rank of Senior
Chief.

She served on Coolville
Council during 2004-2005 while
attending graduate school at
Ohio University from which she
graduated with a master’s degree
in speech and hearing.

Trustees discuss budget, 911 plan and new vendor for stone

The Orange Township
trustees met in regular session on
September 4.

A resolution was passed to
accept the budget received from

the Meigs County Auditor.The
Tuppers Plains Voluteer Fire
Department has not been cashing
all the checks they receive from
the Trustees in a timely manner
making it difficult to balance the
books. The auditor commented
on the matter as well.

A letter from the Meigs
County Commission transmitted
the first draft of the 911 Plan.
The trustees voted to accept it.

AEP advised that mercury
vapor lights will be replaced
with sodium vapor lights, saving
fifty cents per light. Road signs

for Mudsock and Sumner Road
need replaced. A culvert will
be installed at Cremeans on
Calaway Ridge.

The need for a new vendor
for stone was discussed and six
additional loads of stone will be
purchased and stockpiled.
